OY RH FREIGHT AB ACQUIRES OY HACKLIN ROADTRANS LTD

Finnish freight forwarder Oy RH Freight Ab has acquired European road and international forwarding specialist Oy Hacklin Roadtrans Ltd from Oy Hacklin Ltd, the two companies have announced. 


Oy RH Freight Ab is the Finnish subsidiary of UK registered company, The RH Group Ltd. RH said that its acquisition of Hacklin Roadtrans allowed it to complete its partner network between Finland and the European continent and gives it a global network for air and ocean freight to and from Finland. 
Together Oy RH Freight Ab and Oy Hacklin Roadtrans Ltd had a 2005 turnover in excess of EUR 30 million and combined pre tax profit of EUR 900.000. The combined Finnish business employs 36 staff across its offices in Helsinki (Vantaa) and Turku. It is the market leader for trailer traffic between Finland and the UK and operates scheduled groupage services between Finland and the whole of the European Union and EFTA countries through a network of over 40 partners. In addition, the combined business will service air and overseas freight through its representation of EGL - Eagle Global Logistics, the global forwarder. 
The combined business will be among the top three privately owned freight forwarders in Finland. Hacklin had come to the conclusion that its Roadtrans subsidiary either had to be expanded radically to become a big player in the Finnish market or should be disposed of as a non core activity. At the same time, Hacklin was approached by RH and felt that a merger of Roadtrans would represent a good opportunity for the staff and customers going forward. Hacklin will now be able to concentrate all its resources on the development of its core port operations and shipping business.
