The service to Bulgaria is one of several new arrangements that RH has recently agreed, including partnerships with Cordes and Simon in the Black Forest area of Germany; M&R Spedag in Switzerland; Transdanubia in Austria and Janismar in Morocco. 

Dr. Matev commented: "It is good that companies such as RH Freight are enabling trade to take place between the UK and Bulgaria. I expect that the level of business between our countries will increase significantly over the next few years, particularly when Bulgaria joins the EU. Once we do become members, I am sure that RH will be extremely busy, transporting large quantities of consignments to and from Bulgaria."
