RH SCORES A LONDON DOUBLE!

RH Freight’s East Midlands Airport branch is playing an important role in two of London’s biggest redevelopment projects.
Firstly, it has won the contract to deliver glass facades to the new Arsenal football stadium, which is due to open next season. 

The company has already moved 22 loads and has a further 4 months worth of deliveries to fulfill before the contract ends. 

When it is completed, the Arsenal Emirates stadium in Ashburton Grove will have a capacity of 60,000. It is part of one of the largest regeneration projects in the whole of the UK, which also involves the creation of 2,300 new homes at the old Highbury Stadium. The total project is costing over £400m. 

RH is also delivering special building materials for the redevelopment of London St. Pancras station. 

St. Pancras is being extended by just over 200 metres and RH is transporting Aluminium Curved Acoustic Panels for the project. These are for the 2nd stage of the project, which is about 4 months away from completion. 

The station is developing a new Eurostar terminal, which will provide direct journeys to the continent, and as a part of this it is also creating new terminals for existing train services into the station. 

RH’s East Midlands Airport branch began moving the loads to St. Pancras in 2003, during the first stage of the project and re-started again this year with stage 2. In total, the branch has moved 49 loads to date with several more still to be transported. 

Branch Manager Lee Henderson said: “It is good to know that we are playing our part in the construction of these prestigious buildings in the capital. These are just two examples of numerous important construction projects that RH is supporting throughout the UK and Europe and demonstrates the vital role that the freight industry plays in the economy.”
